Responsibilities

· Provide one-on-one training for foster parents at their home or at your training facility; or, allow foster parents to attend group training classes with their foster dogs at no cost.

· Improve the adoptability of homeless dogs so that they can get adopted quicker in order to make room for the admission of more dogs.

· Provide support and guidance to foster parents, with and without experience.
· Communicate training needs, foster parents’ handling/care abilities and your assessment of the dog with Underdog ResQ.  
· Keep the lines of communication open at all times with Underdog ResQ.
· Represent Underdog ResQ in a professional and courteous manner.

Qualifications

· Must be a Certified Dog Trainer.  Positive training methods preferred.
· Must feel comfortable handling dogs of all breeds and be knowledgeable about dog communication, behavior and training. Underdog ResQ is an all breed dog rescue.  

· Must be honest with evaluation results and the dogs’ adoptability according to Underdog ResQ’s values and procedures.

· Must always consider safety first!

· Must be a team player.
